They use a “Patriot Chest” filled with reproduction period items like eyeglasses, documents, colonial eating utensils, plates, games, toys, and period clothing to engage students and spark their interest in history. 

Our program is not just a lecture, but an interactive journey into the colonial period. Each class is greeted with a short introduction of our presenters and a description of 18th-century clothing and accruements. This 20 to 30-minute program is designed to be engaging, with students getting the opportunity to touch and feel history. They can ask questions and learn about our nation’s founding era in a way that textbooks can't provide.
